3.1         Bishop – Rodney Andrews 
 
Bishop Andrews informed Council Members that a message from the Bishops of the 
Province of Rupert’s Land was attached to his report.  He asked that this be 
circulated in the parishes.  Thus far none of the dioceses in Rupert’s Land have voted 
to authorize rites for the public blessing of same gender unions.  Of particular 
concern is the engaging in cross-border pastoral interventions which has been 
experienced in the Diocese of Brandon.  Cross-border interventions are those

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parishes and clergy who are choosing to break off from the Anglican Church of 
Canada to join the newly created Anglican Network and/or the Anglican Province of 
the Southern Cone of America.  This has created serious problems and has been 
quite devastating.  Some Dioceses have incurred heavy costs in resolving disputes 
over church property.

3.2         Secretary Treasurer’s Report – Canon Lorea Eufemia 
 
Canon Eufemia shared that in June she attend a meeting of the Diocesan Treasurers 
and Executive Officers in Toronto.  A highlight was a presentation of socially 
responsible investment programs.   
 
This fall Canon Eufemia has been the staff and resource person to the Diocesan 
Finance Committee, Travel Pooling Grants Task Force, and the Stipends and 
Compensation Committee. 
 
The Unity rectory sold for $103,000 with a November 20 possession date.  As per the 
motion by Diocesan Council, the parish will use $20,000 for repairs to the church 
buildings with the balance to be invested in the Unity Diocesan Investment Portfolio.

3.3.2     Report and 2009 Budget Recommendations from the Diocesan Finance 

Committee – Mr. Graham Addley 
 
The 2009 Budget Recommendations were deferred to Decision Item 4.5. 
 

 

3.4         Stipends and Compensation Committee – Mr. Tim Sandell 
 
Mr. Tim Sandell informed Council Members that the Stipends and Compensation 
Committee will continue its work in 2009 reviewing compensation and benefits for 
diocesan clergy and lay employees.  
 
Several recommendations were made to the Diocesan Finance Committee and to 
Diocesan Council: 

1. Increase the vision care benefit maximum from $100 to $400 during any 24 
consecutive months.  The cost is $2.25/single per month and $5.27/family 
per month.  This premium will continue to be shared 50/50 between the 
clergy/employee and the parish (ER/EE). 
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2. Increase the Parish/Employment Travel Rates to $0.50/km for the first 5,000 
km to $0.45/km for all additional kilometers.  The Diocesan “Other Travel” 
rate - $0.45/km. 

 
This recommendation was offered against the background of increasing 
travel, maintenance, and repair costs. 
 

3. Increase the annual Clergy Housing Allowance by $2,400 to a minimum of 
$14,400 annually. 
 
The committee considers the matter of housing allowance a complex issue 
and the above recommendation addresses the immediate need for an 
increase.  Information from local real estate sources indicates the fair market 
rates for rental housing between $1,400 - $1,900/month including utilities. 
 
This recommendation is based on the sharp increase in housing costs which 
has occurred in the Diocese during the last couple of years.  The allowance of 
$1,000 per month is no longer sufficient to cover actual housing costs.  This 
recommendation will have financial consequences for those parishes where 
a rectory is not provided. 
 

4. Increase the Minimum Stipend Table for 2009 by the June ’07/June ’08 
Consumer Price Index for Saskatchewan of 3.4% and add one 13+ Year 
increment ($566) to the stipend table. 
 
The proposal to adjust clerical stipends and salaries by the CPI 
(Saskatchewan) June/June is consistent with the past practice of the diocese.  
The current grid contains 13 steps from the year of ordination.   
 
The Compensation Committee is recommending that all priests with more 
than 13+ years of service since ordination serving the Diocese be granted an 
increase of $566 in 2009.  

 
The Committee thanked the clergy for participating in the process of working 
through benefit and compensation needs and concerns.

3.5         Travel Pooling Grants Task Force – Ms. Wilma Miller, Mr. Al Vick, and Mrs. 
Mary McKay 

 
Ms. Wilma Miller reported that the Travel Pooling Grants Task Force sent out 
questionnaires to rural clergy and parish wardens in the spring and an article had 
been written for the SaskAnglican in October.   
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Mr. Al Vick appreciated the candour that the priests spoke to the issues they are 
facing.   The Task Force found concern in six multipoint parishes.  Travel expenses are 
often being paid personally by rural priests attending ordination services and 
deanery meetings as no other source is available at either the parish or diocesan 
level.   
 
The Travel Grants Task Force have made the following recommendations to the 
Diocesan Finance Committee and to the Diocesan Council: 

1. That individual rural and urban parishes of the Diocese of Saskatoon be 
partnered.  This would implement the component of the Future Direction 
Strategic Plan for the Diocese which concerns diocesan parish partnering.  
This partnering would have the possibility of parishes supporting each other 
in our common and diverse ministries. 

2.  That the Diocese of Saskatoon undertake a diocesan wide stewardship 
program, designed to encourage renewed, informed and enabled individual 
parish stewardship.  This program must include a Diocesan Narrative Budget.  
Stewardship is a matter of education and helping people to understand what 
they are supporting.   

3. That the Travel Grants be reinstated but at a higher level as determined by 
the Diocesan Finance Committee. 

4. That fundraising, to support the social justice issue of “Travel costs of 
ministry”, be encouraged in all parishes of the diocese as well as diocesan 
wide.  Funds raised would be considered to be ‘flow through dollars’ that 
have no effect on a parish’s Fair Share Levy.  These funds would be directed 
to the common travel grants pool/fund.  Individual parishioners could also be 
encouraged to contribute to that fund. 

  
A few corrections were brought forward to the Travel Grants Task Force Report.   

1. The Very Rev. Glen Burgomaster corrected the following: 
- Sunday round trip for Quill View Parish is 252 km 
-  “Parish Budget does not fully cover annual travel costs.” 
- “Extra parish travel for Deanery meetings, ordinations, other obligatory 

diocesan functions, are sometimes problematic and sometimes come at 
personal expense.” 

2. The Rev. Sheila Martin clarified that the Porcupine Plain, Bjorkdale, Shand 
Creek round trip is 165 km.

3.3.2     Report and 2009 Budget Recommendations from the Diocesan Finance 
Committee – Mr. Graham Addley 

 
Canon Eufemia led in prayer for the 2009 Budget and its presentation. 
 
Mr. Graham Addley presented the Diocesan Finance Committee report.  He referred 
to the revenues, expenditures, and deficits for 2008 and 2009.  The diocese cannot 
continue to sustain itself by running deficits that are being covered by the financial 
reserves.   
 
With the instability of the markets, the Diocesan Finance Committee will continue to 
monitor the performance of the investment portfolio closely.  There are no 
investment recommendations at this time. 
 
The Diocesan Finance Committee accepted the recommendations of both the 
Stipend and Compensation Committee and the Travel Pooling Grants Task Force.   
 
The Diocese of Saskatoon has received a refund of $82, 987 from the Indian 
Residential Schools Settlement Fund.  In 2005, the St. Luke’s Ministry Trust fund 
contributed $100,000 toward the Indian Residential Schools Settlement Fund.  The 
trustees of the fund asked that a portion of the refund be returned to the trust fund 
in the event of overpayment.  The Diocesan Finance Committee has determined that 
a fair and equitable sharing of the refund requires that St. Luke’s Ministry Trust Fund 
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should receive $27, 685 (33.33%) plus accrued interest and that Diocesan General 
Fund should receive $55,302 (66.67%) plus accrued interest of the total refund.  Any 
portion of the refund would need to be accounted for in 2008.   
 
The 2008 budget estimated “real” investment and dividend earnings of $103,000 are 
not realistic given the current market volatility.   
 
A draft of the 2009 budget was sent out to Diocesan Council Members and parishes 
in June 2008.  The draft 2009 budget has since been revised with projected revenues 
of $439,500, projected expenditures of $490, 471, and a projected deficit of $50, 
971.   
 
The Diocesan Finance Committee reviewed the 2007 Financial Statements sent in by 
each parish and found many reports were incomplete and/or inconsistent.  At the 
end of 2007, 18 out of 23 parishes recorded deficits for a total $110,000 deficit for 
the Diocese and parishes.   
 
The Diocesan Finance Committee knows that it will take time to address the budget 
issues and to turn the financial situation around. 
 
The Diocesan Finance Committee is recommending: 

1. The Diocesan Council approve a recommendation to restructure the 2009 
Diocesan Budget in order to identify those budget expenditure items that are 
functionally similar and therefore can and should be classified together. 

2. The Diocesan Council approve a recommendation to review the 2009 
Diocesan Budget expenditures in terms of non-discretionary and 
discretionary expenditures. 

3. The Diocesan Council approve the proposed 2009 Diocesan Budget with a 
deficit based on the priorities of the Diocese of Saskatoon.  The deficit should 
be seen as a temporary and conditional deficit to be eliminated by the end of 
2009. 

4. The Diocesan Council approve a recommendation to initiate a fund raising 
campaign to increase diocesan revenues annually by $60,000. 

5. The Diocesan Council approve a recommendation to review and reassess 
current Diocesan expenditure priorities in 2009 during the fund raising 
campaign. 

 
Mr. Tom Rogers presented a “Strategy for Financial Health”.  The goal of the Strategy 
is to put the Diocese into a positive financial position with increasing financial 
resources.  The strategy outline is to: 

1. Adopt the principle of balanced budget. 
2. Improve financial reporting of parishes. 
3. Include budget lines for goals of the diocese. 
4. Conduct diocese financial drives to meet mission and support goals. 
5. More communication and transparency. 
6. Principles of donations: 

6.1 Donations are personal decisions. 
6.2 Encourage parishes to offer automatic deductions.

That funds raised up to $2,100 for the roof repair be exempt from the Fair Share Levy 
revenue.
