Bishop Andrews announced that Mr. Don Coomber is resigning from Diocesan Council because of work
reasons. The Rev. Sheila Martin is on short-term disability in Hamilton. The Very Rev. Glen Burgomaster
is encountering health problems and is unable to travel. The Rev. Ann Marie Nicklin is caring for a
terminally ill member of the Biggar Parish.

It was established that a quorum was present and the meeting was called to order at 10:14 am.

TAB 3. Reports and Correspondence
3.1 Bishop’s Report — Rodney Andrews

Bishop Andrews reported to Council Members on his initial response to the Bishop’s
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Task Force on Aboriginal Ministry. He had visited the Sweetgrass, Little Pine and
Poundmaker First Nations with the Rev. Peter Norman earlier in 2009. Interest has
been expressed to see the church removed from the Sweetgrass First Nation because
it is a fire hazard. A member of the Sweetgrass Reserve Band Council, Mr. Bruce
Pasquin, has been in contact with the Synod Office regarding the church’s removal.
The church needs to be deconsecrated prior to it being removed.

The Anglican Foundation approved $7,100 in financial assistance to St. Andrew’s,
Maidstone for repairs to the church and hall. A loan for $5,000 has been offered to
St. Andrew’s. Approval of the loan would have to come to Diocesan Council for
consideration and guarantee.

An excellent Clergy Conference was held May 5-7, 2009 with the Right Rev. Patrick
Yu speaking on “God’s Calling to Us”. Appreciation was expressed to the clergy from
the Western Deanery for their wonderful organization of the Conference.

3.2 Secretary Treasurer’s Report — Canon Lorea Eufemia

Canon Eufemia reported that she has been appointed representative to the
Saskatoon Native Ministry Board to help understand the needs of this particular
ministry. The Ministry is funded in part by the St. Luke’s Ministry Trust Fund. The
Board desires to have dialogue with the Diocese of Saskatoon to create a more
formal connection and support system for this ministry.

Much of Canon Eufemia’s report will be addressed in further agenda items.

3.3 Constitution and Canons Committee — Canon Beth Bilson
(no report at this time)

3.4 Diocesan Finance Committee — Dr. Arne Paus-Jenssen

3.4.1 Diocesan Finance Committee minutes of January 20, April 21, & May 8,
2009

Diocesan Council members reviewed the minutes of the Diocesan Finance
Committee meetings.

3.4.2 Review of 2009 Diocesan Budget — Dr. Arne Paus-Jenssen

Dr. Arne Paus-Jenssen informed Council Members that the deficit is still very much in
the forefront of concerns for the Diocesan Finance Committee. The Committee is
continuing to examine ways to address the deficit.

35 Deanery Reports

The written reports from both Western and Eastern Deanery were reviewed by the
members of Council. The Saskatoon Deanery did not have a report at this time.
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Bishop Andrews informed Council members that he had met with the Parkland ATTENTION
Parish in March 2009 to discuss the difficulty the parish is experiencing in being able ~ OF/ACTION BY
to pay their Fair Share Levy. The parish has discussed the importance of stewardship

and the challenge for each of the three churches in the Parish to pay their Fair Share

Levy. The parish has arranged for the Rev. Canon Jim Halmarson to facilitate a

stewardship program and to identify ministry and mission for the future. The hope

of the Parish is that they will have the ability to pay their Fair Share Levy by the end

of 2009.

3.6 Hospital Chaplain’s Report — The Rev. Canon John Davies & Ms. Karen
Walter

Council members reviewed the Hospital Chaplain’s report submitted by the Rev.
Canon John Davies and Ms. Karen Walter. Ms. Karen Walter will be serving as
interim Hospital Chaplain until September 15, 2009.

3.7 “Turning Hope into Action” Implementation Team — The Rev. Peter Norman

The Rev. Peter Norman informed Council Members that the “Turning Hope into
Action” Implementation Team will oversee the Future Directions Task Force and the
Stewardship Committee. At future Diocesan Council meetings, the three committees
will have one report instead of three.

The “Starting Now” Missions Conference was rescheduled from June 12-14, 2009 to
October 30-31, 2009 to allow for more lead time to properly promote the event and
for Bishop Andrews to attend. The Rev. Canon Harold Percy will be the keynote
speaker.

Several people and groups, including the Anglican Church Women and some from St.

Stephen’s Anglican Church, Saskatoon, have volunteered to help with the event. The

Conference packages, including promotional materials and registration forms, will be

available for distribution June 15, 2009. Clergy and parish representatives are asked

to help generate enthusiasm and support for the conference. Lutheran churchesare All Members
also being invited to attend

The Refugee sponsorship for PWRDF 50" Anniversary 50 Refugee Sponsorship
Project is at $4,000 with many offers of donations still to come. The Youth weekend
“Off the Grid” on May 30-31 raised $1,110 towards the sponsorship.

3.8 Future Directions Task Force — The Rev. Canon Michael Stonhouse

The Rev. Canon Michael Stonhouse handed out a written report for Council
Members to review. The Task Force has met a couple of times and has decided to
focus on understanding the trends that are facing the church. Rural parishes,
particularly in the Eastern Deanery, are spread thin with most clergy being part-time
or retired. The lay leadership in the rural parishes require help as they are aging,
overworked and tired. The Task Force is looking for available resources to empower
lay leadership while asking the leadership to evaluate and to give feedback on what
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available programs and materials might work. ATTENTION
OF/ACTION BY
3.9 Stewardship Committee — The Rev. Canon Jim Halmarson

The Rev. Canon Jim Halmarson is having difficulty finding people to volunteer for the
committee and, therefore, is having trouble getting things off the ground. The
Anglican Church of Canada has initiated a national fundraising appeal for 2012. This
adds to the challenge of starting a fund raising campaign for the diocese to address
the deficit in 2009.

Having a focus of raising funds for Hospital Chaplaincy should help in the recruitment
of members to the committee and to the cause.

3.10 Diocesan Governance and Restructuring Committee — The Rev. Canon
Michael Stonhouse

The Rev. Canon Michael Stonhouse reported that the Diocesan Governance and
Restructuring Committee is working on a questionnaire that will go to past and
present members of Diocesan Council. The Committee is looking for input about
both strengths and weaknesses of present system.

3.11 Council of General Synod — Mr. Chris Wood
(no report at this time)

3.12  Grants Allocation Panel — The Very Rev. Terry Wiebe

The Very Rev. Terry Wiebe reported that the Grants Allocation Panel met to process
applications from the Prairie Centre of Ecumenism and from the Ecumenical
Chaplaincy. Both applications were approved with the Prairie Centre for Ecumenism
receiving $2,500 and the Ecumenical Chaplaincy receiving $2,000.

The Grants Allocation Panel expressed concern about past approved grants not
reporting back about how their funds were used.

3.14 Columbarium Report — Mr. Tom Rogers

Diocesan Council members reviewed the Columbarium report and agreed that St.
John’s Cathedral and the Columbarium need to be congratulated on their successful
vision.

3.13 Request to dispose of the St. Timothy’s Church Property

Bishop Andrews welcomed Mr. Bernie Zuk, Mrs. Ruth Zuk, Mrs. Cathy Tickner and
Mr. Jim Sharp from St. Timothy’s Parish.

Mrs. Ruth Zuk went through the process as to how St. Timothy’s Parish came to the
decision to request disposal of their building and property. The presentation that
was given to Council Members was also done on May 3, 2009 for the members of St.
Timothy’s Parish. The presentation focused on the people, building and finances of
St. Timothy’s Parish. The attendance at the parish has consistently decreased since
2006 with volunteers aging and becoming tired.

The maintenance of the building has become far more difficult with less people
volunteering. Many repairs have been deferred and require maintenance.

The anticipated deficit for the parish is worse than expected due to the continued
decrease in attenders and givers.

At the May 3" meeting it was determined by the parish that the facility was no
longer viable for the group to keep operating. The Parish made the decision that
June 28, 2009 would be the last service in the present building. The ministry of St.
Timothy’s is not ending, but is changing as the remaining members of the parish
intend to continue to gather together.

A Future Directions committee of eight people has been established to look at
options. Their recommendations will be brought before the Parish following the

June 21 service.

At 11:50 am, Diocesan Council broke into three groups to tour the St. Timothy’s
facility.

The meeting adjourned for lunch at 12:15 pm.
Meeting reconvened at 12:55 pm.

Bishop Andrews encouraged parishes to take part in the Vision 2019 project of the
Anglican Church of Canada.

He told Council Members about the Rev. Caroline Pinchbeck’s successful visit to the
Lintlaw/Endeavour Parish for most of April and May. She is priest-in-charge of the
Parishes of Eastling and Stalisfield with Otterden in England, and Rural Life Adviser
for the Dioceses of Canterbury and Rochester.

4.1. 2008 Audited Financial Statements/Appoint KPMG for 2009 audit

Dr. Arne Paus-Jenssen spoke to Council Members about the concern of the Diocesan
Finance Committee in the decline of the General Fund Balance and the continued
reliance on the Fund to cover annual operating deficits. The Committee is also
worried about the diocesan budgetary consequences of claiming the values of trusts
and endowments that cannot be subject to adverse market changes. It means that
the Diocesan General account will be expected to absorb all loses but will share all
gains.

The Diocesan Finance Committee has asked two of its members to meet with the
Chancellor and the Diocesan Treasurer and to report back to the Diocesan Finance

Committee.

Property

Diocesan Council members expressed concern that the ownership of the building
and proceeds from the sale of the building be held in trust with the diocese. They
asked that this be stated clearly in the motion.

St. Timothy’s Parish is in continued discussion as to what will go on with the group of
people known as St. Timothy’s. They desire to keep the parish intact until a decision

has been made to either relocate or disband.

There are many ideas as to what to do with the proceeds from the sale of the

building. This will have to be done in consultation with the diocese. The Diocese of

Saskatoon needs to be involved to show St. Timothy’s that they are cared for.

It was acknowledged that St. Timothy’s may be the first of several churches in the

diocese who will decide to close their buildings over the next few years due to a drop

in attendance and lack of giving. They are the leaders in our diocese as far as
disposing of their building and continuing as a parish without a building.

That Diocesan Council give permission to the parish of St. Timothy’s to dispose of the
building and property in a manner to be determined by the transition committee
composed of the wardens and two or three members of Vestry. This committee will
present options for the disposal of the property to a special meeting of the parish.

This
Council requests that net proceeds from the disposition of the property be held in
trust by the diocese until the parish and diocese together reach a decision about the
allocation of the funds.

Many parishes are already giving Camp Okema more than two percent of their fair
share levy budget. To suggest only giving two percent would mean a decrease in the
amount Camp Okema would receive. Other parishes are giving consideration to the
request.
